Moving files from one drive to another.

It is important to understand that how you do this will depend on many things.  Try not to learn this as a step by step procedure, but the idea of how to do things.

Think of what you're trying to do, you are trying to move a file or files from one drive to another.  Therefore, you need to see both the drive, you are moving files from and the drive, you are moving files to.  You will need to open the folder where the files you are going to move are located.  You can move that folder to the right by clicking on the blue title bar at the top and dragging it to the right.  You will have room for the folder that you are moving the files to on the left.  If you find you can not move the folder click on the restore button located next to the exit the top right-hand corner.  Now you should being able to move the file to the right.  

Open the drive or folder that you going to move the files to on the left.  Now you should be able to see both the files that you going to move and the place you're going to move them to.  If you are moving an entire folder just drag the folder from the right to the left.  If you are moving one file drag the file from the left to the right.  If you want to select a number of files, hold down the control key and left click on them.  When you have all the files selected to want to move, hold down the left mouse key on one of them and drag bad one to the place drive or folder you want to move them to.  This will move all the files you have selected.

If you want to move all the files in a folder but not the folder; click on any one file, hold down the control key and press the letter A.  This will select all the files in the folder, drag any one file to your new location.

There are many ways to move files, and that is one of the things that is very confusing.  In the beginning, you might want to try to use only one way that is fine as long as you understand two things.  One is, don't get stuck with only one way to do things.  After a time you may find that other ways are easier.  You must try and understand that as you get more and more comfortable.  You should be ready to try a different way.  What was the best way for you when you started might not be the best later on.  Try to keep an open mind and be ready to change as time goes on.
