Vista the missing manual
I received this book from Pacs to review and find it a very good general starting point book.
This is truly the missing manual; Vista has little on nothing in the way if a manual. This is for the beginner to vista and has little in the way of trouble shooting. It will help you find where vista has moved things. It gives some information on setup. It is very general as it should be because there are too many ways to set up Vista. Very often if you go into help for Vista and other Microsoft products; you need to know what to call something and have some idea as to what you are doing. If this is not true, it is very little help. This book helps to fill in that gap. 

Vista has made some changes to things that would not have been expected. To turn off the computer yes it is start but you need to know that it is the last option that is not labeled to choose. It is these few little changes that this book is VERY good for solving. 

I would recommend this book to the beginner to vista and beginner to computers. Most of the new computers sold now have vista as the operating system. You will have to pay more to get a computer with out it. Over time they will work out the bugs and I think it will be a good operating system then. Right now there are too many compatibility problems with other devices and even with some programs. It is also a resource hog; it needs at least 1 gig to run and more than that to run well. 

The security is very very tight and often asks of you want to do something when you just said that you did. This is a pain but I understand where they are coming from, one of the complaints of other MS operating systems is the security. For the average home user this is over kill.

I wanted to make this short so over all this is a very good book for the beginner Vista user.
